The next Elder Beerman fundraiser will start on January 17, 2007. This is the time Mary will receive 50 coupon books for members to sell. Everyone is asked to sell at least one coupon book. There are four and a half weeks in which members can sell the coupon books.
The Day of Sharing will be on March 3, 2007 and if we are in the top 25% of coupon book sales, we will be able to sell books in the store on this day. A sign up sheet was passed around to sign up for how many coupon books one wished to sell as well as dates to sell them in the store. It was suggested that Champions do the Harvest Market Hamburger Fry again this year as another fund raiser.
